SR 272: US 195 Jct (Colfax) to Idaho State Line

This 19-mile long east-west corridor is located in the
southeastern portion of Washington. The corridor travels
between the community of Colfax and the
Washington/Idaho border. In addition to Colfax, the route
passes through the city of Palouse. The corridor’s
character is predominantly rural and navigates hilly terrain.
Land use is mostly agricultural and rural residential
outside of Colfax and Palouse. Within Colfax and Palouse,
the corridor is denser. Land use in Colfax includes a
concentration of commercial uses located at the eastern
terminus with a scant amount of single-family homes also
present. Within Palouse, land use is more residential with
commercial establishments through the downtown area.
The entire corridor is parallel to the Palouse River,
crossing over it once in Palouse. The corridor also crosses
over the Washington and Idaho Railroad at three locations
within Palouse. One airport, Port of Whitman Business Air
Center, is located near the corridor at the western end point.
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Current Function

State Route 272 is a state highway that serves Whitman County and encompasses the entire corridor. This corridor
primarily functions as a rural arterial, providing connections from Palouse, Colfax, Idaho, and US Route 195.
Additionally, commuters and local freight traffic use the route in the downtown areas the corridor passes through. The
segment of the corridor which passes through Palouse is identified as a state highway operating as the community's main
street. In addition to connecting with US 195, the corridor also connects with SR 27 in Palouse and Idaho State Highway
6 at the Washington/Idaho border. Sidewalks are present in Colfax and Palouse. Pedestrian and bicyclist use is permitted
on the narrow shoulders.

Future Function

Based on the projected population, land use, and economic trends, the future function of this corridor is expected to
remain the same.

Corridor 442 - SR 272: US 195 Jct (Colfax) to Idaho State Line Summary



Highlights and Performance

SR 272 is a two-lane, undivided highway, running concurrently with SR 27 for a portion in Palouse. Within Colfax and
Palouse, parking is located on the side of the roads as the route runs through the downtown portions. The annual average
daily traffic on this corridor is highest at the junction with SR 27 and lowest just outside Palouse.

What's working well?

* The entire corridor performs above WSDOT's
congestion threshold.

* Roughly 97% of surveyed pavements on the corridor
are in fair or better condition.

* The entire corridor has a low rating for climate
vulnerability impacts.

+ There are no vertical or weight restrictions on this
corridor.

What needs to change?

» Stormwater runoff has caused problems on this
corridor within Colfax.

* A sharp curve just west of Palouse restricts over-
length vehicles.

» Two fish passage barriers are present along the
corridor.

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Strategies

WSDOT identified the following strategies and associated actions to keep the corridor working well and address
performance gaps. Regional partners collaborated on high-level mobility strategies. The identified strategies are not
meant to be all-inclusive, nor an established list of priorities. Further evaluation is needed before any strategy can be
recommended as a solution to address performance. Project funding decisions will take place at the programming phase,
and are subject to statewide prioritization.

Economic Vitality

Under Development WSDOT will continue to work with partners in developing strategies to address
economic vitality.

Environment

Protect and Maintain Protect and maintain existing assets that provide environmental function (these
include WSDOT’s mitigation sites, storm water systems, fish passable culverts).

Enhance or Restore Enhance or restore natural areas and environmental functions associated with the
multimodal transportation system.

Fish Barrier Retrofit WSDOT has prioritized the removal of state-owned culverts that block habitat for
salmon and steelhead.

Mobility
Assessment A mobility performance strategy has not been identified by WSDOT.
Preservation

Maintenance Based on expenditure history, it is expected that the top three activities will continue
to be maintenance on snow and ice control, ditches, and pavement repair.

Pavement WSDOT has identified two Pavement actions in the next six years encompassing
100% of the corridor.

Planning Under Practical Solutions, the Corridor Sketch Initiative identifies corridor

performance, and assesses alternative strategies to improve the quality,
effectiveness, and efficiency of the transportation system.
